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LEXICO-GRAMMATICAL FEATURES OF CAMEROON ENGLISH
(BASED ON NEWSPAPER ARTICLES)
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The article is devoted to the study by means of examining newspaper articles of the Cameroon variant
of English, the language situation in Cameroon, the lexical and grammatical features of Cameroon English.
Among the principal features we may name borrowings from indigenous languages, Standard French and Pid-
gin English, neologisms, the usage of idiomatic expressions, deviation from the grammatical norm of Standard
English. The language of social and political journalism in Cameroon is under the influence of colloquial forms
of Cameroon English, but at the same time it affects the variant as there are some innovations in the language
of journalism that alter the system of Standard English. Cameroonians often reproduce the words and word-
collocations used in newspaper articles, therefore these lexical units develop the language variant and become
the norms of Cameroon English.
